Installation

Installation is an important part of the ownership and usage of your new d10. Please take the time
to do a proper installation or have the d10 installed by a professional marine installer.

Quick Tips for a quality installation:

* Install the d10 within 10 ° of vertical

* Do NOT use crimped barrel connectors or any crimp style connector

* Connect and solder wires using the “Western Union” method

* Coat soldered joints with liquid vinyl

* Cover with appropriately sized shrink tubing cut so that it covers 10mm up each wire
